There gonna come up with some totals, some scores and they are gonna tell you this is
the first prize, the second prize. But | think the most important thing for everyone to
keep in mind is that there is no losers here. Every single one of you is a winner because
you got up there, and you have a lot of things about excepting challenges, taking on
struggles, overcoming challenges and a lot of topics. For those we can see, the judges
can see, even the video-camera can see what you did and that’s the most important
thing. That everybody can get better and nobody failed, no one is too worried about
that. If there are things you realize that you can do very well, that is good! Please feel
free to ask the judges anything, but you have to keep in mind one thing that there is
sixty —six people and it’s hard for us to remember the details. So it’s helpful to give
some general comments. | would like to encourage everyone, that one of the speech
talks about graduation was not the end, but is the beginning. So for all of you, | hope
you take this approach with regards to your participating in the competition. Whether
through participating other types of competitions or English speaking competitions, you
may wish to do that, all that other challenges that you can take on within the context of
your own university education.

Good afternoon, everybody happy? You should
be. I’m very exciting this afternoon, it’s very inspired
debate. | want to go over a number of things. In
addition to judging today, |’ve taken lots of notes, so |
can offer some suggestions. All of the comments I’'m
going to make, if | point out certain problems which |
think people can improve, some of the teams did these
things and some of the teams didn’t do them. | just

give some general suggestions. | do a lot of different
things in China and judging debates is the hardest job |
have ever have to do. Because you can see there’re a lot of speakers here, it’s very hard to formulate
convincing arguments, and sometimes you begin to hesitate: “oh, that’s good, oh,that’s good,too”
you go back and forth. So there are a lot of different factors to be taken into account to judge a
debate. But a judge are always taught to judge a debate holistically. In another words, there are a lot
of elements to look at, there’s no one thing that cause you to say this team wins the debate, you have
to look all the factors and put them together, and then you come up with who did the best job over
all. So in general, when we talk about evaluating a debate, there are three differernt categories of
things to look at: they are three “m”s. “ matter, method and manner”. Matter means the contact,
method means how you present the contact, and manner means stylistically deliver your whole
approach in terms of the debate. So let me go through some things in terms of matter: the most
important things about matter is the contact of the argument because that’s what you were given. It’s
important to speak directly to the topic you are talking about. So for example, let’s look at the debate
whether it’s possible to replace phsical stores with online stores. That was the question that both parts
should argue about. But the cause of the debate is changed, because instead of arguing whether it’s
possible, the argument came down to is it desirable, or is it necessary to do that. And the question of
possibility was lost, but that was the focus of the debate should have been about. So you need to keep
it to the question in hand. Some teams did a very good job in terms of defining key words. That’s a
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very important part of the debate. You have to identify what’s the meaning of this. Generally that
responsiblity comes down to the first speaker. In some cases, key words were never defined. That
means one team could be arguing and thinking about one thing, and the other team could have a
different perspective in their mind and the judges could be thinking about something completely
different. Some of the debates talk about values: “this is the good thing, this is the bad thing”. Some
talk about what we call policy debates. The last debate talks about whether Yuanmingyuan should be
restored. That’s an action, a plan, let’s call them policy. It’s important within the cause of a policy
debate to start with a question—what is cause of the status quo, what is exist today. There are several
other things that were policy debates. You always want to deal with what exist now, because we are
talking about changing it. So you need to identify the current situation, so you can then make an
argument as to why the status quo needs to be changed. In arguments, making claims are not enough.
“ England will do better outside of the European Union or England will not do better outside of the
European Union”. That’s claims, and the job of both sides’ debaters is to provide one or three things
to support those claims. One of those things you could have evidence, you could have examples and
analogies. There’s somethings happens a lot in public speaking with examples and sometimes it
happens in debating. It turn to cliches. We have to get away from cliches. And some people don’t
understand that sometimes references to people can be cliches. So often you will find anytime
somebody use the word “a dream”, they were always turn to Martin Luther King, always! And it’s
better to offer new kinds of arguments. And evindence, evindence can include statistics and references
to studys. Two other points in terms of claims and | will give you two examples that somebody refer
to. One question is about teachers’ self —study, one students says teachers do not have to afraid to
teach in their own way. Well, that might be ture, but it’s useful to put forward some suggestions as to
why that’s desirable, why that’s necessary for a teacher to be able to teach in their own way.

Let me turn to method, one thing about method is that no body is penalized. That is —both sides
have a specific time, and no one is penalized for not taking all of your time, but if you don’t take all
of your time, it’s a sign that you don’t have much to say and that suggest that your argument is weak.
So you generally want to take every bite of time as you can. It’s useful to outline the points as you
begin, and some of the speakers did this, some of the teams did this. We are gonna approach this
from three aspects: economy, education and technology. That’s a way of outlining. Then you go into
one-let’s start with economy......why are you doing this, because you want to tell people where you’
re going. You could also use a different perspective of outlining. It’s a common term in debating, and
it’s called stakeholder. In another words, who is going to be affected by this—society,business,
universities and students, someone we call stakeholder perspective. In the free debate, you want to
make sure your questions are clear. And we have several kinds of listeners, the young, the old. | got
lost some of the questions, and | found things kind of going in circles. And | think each of the two
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debate teams found the same thing! So you need to make sure your questions are clear, it’s
important to start by answering questions. If you ask a question, answer it. And then taking the
additional time to throw out a challege at the other side. Use both of those. Additionally, unless the
guestion is not answered or not clear, don’t repeat questions.

A couple of comments method may also include redarguing. Redarguing is very important
because you need to say what’s wrong with your argument? The other side said this: here is why
they are wrong. And the reasons around redarguing are important. Let’s say:” | say this is good and
you don’t challenge it”. Then in the minds of judges may argue to stay there, and you have to take
it down, knock it away. The final thing in terms of method is summary. I’m glad to see that some of
the third debaters knew that summary is more than just a summary of what your team said. One of
the final debaters use the term—clash. Here are the issues in this debate: they said this and we said
this”. You have to understand that a summary is not just an objective summary, it’s a bias
summary—You said this and we said this, and here is why we are right. It’s also useful to deal with
pointing to contradictions. The final categary is called manary. And we have some places which is
very strong and some places which is a little weaker. Manary is how you do the presentation, not so
much, a little bit on the verge you said but more have. How should you do with it? Add to is really
very important, strong addto. The man burnt oil question:the third speaker in the against side use a
very good word:” what you are saying is nonsense” That’s fine, okay. “You’re wrong” That’s
strong, very strong! We have the test technique question: we “have reference to “ They are

gone stronger. They point out it not only unnecessary but here is how they are harmful”, “we could
do it, but we just don’t need to do it.” But you need to point out why we don’t need to do it.

Public debating is different from public speaking in certain ways. Often times, debaters might
speak much more quickly than public speakers, it’s not a problem unless what you are saying isn’t
clear. If you are clear speaker, speed can add to emotion. And emotion is part of the debate,
sometimes volume, sometimes speed, sometimes the tone. One final thing that | have to say is that
individual debater is not only the team judge, but also judge. Both are important. That means the
first speaker gets to speak for three minutes, the third speaker gets to speak for three minutes, the
second speaker can only speak during the free debate time. And if the second speaker remain
relatively inactive, then they are not really participate in the debate and it’s harder for them to do
well. So in general, it’s important for people not to seat back, especially the second speaker until
actively enter in the debate. Because without doing so, you are gonna kind of left behind. Okay, I
think those are the meaningful points | have, but again 1’d like to comment everbody, you could see
some debaters are more experienced than others, for those new debaters, | would like to encourage

you to do more. Thank you for the afternoon!
